Call to Confession (Isaiah 6:1-5; Habakkuk 2:20)
In the year that King Uzziah died, | saw the Lord, high and exalted,
seated on a throne; and the train of his robe filled the temple. Above
him were seraphim, each with six wings: With two wings they covered
their faces, with two they covered their feet, and with two they were
flying. And they were calling to one another:
“Holy, holy, holy is the Lord Almighty;
the whole earth is full of his glory.”
At the sound of their voices the doorposts and thresholds shook and
the temple was filled with smoke.

Then one of the seraphim flew to me with a live coal in his hand, which
he had taken with tongs from the altar. With it he touched my mouth
and said, “See, this has touched your lips; your guilt is taken away and
your sin atoned for.” Then | heard the voice of the Lord saying,
“Whom shall I send? And who will go for us?”

Then I saw in the right hand of him who sat on the throne a scroll with
writing on both sides and sealed with seven seals. And | saw a mighty
angel proclaiming in a loud voice, “Who is worthy to break the seals
and open the scroll?” But no one in heaven or on earth or under the
earth could open the scroll or even look inside it. | wept and wept
because no one was found who was worthy to open the scroll or look
inside. Then one of the elders said to me,

“Do not weep! See, the Lion of the tribe of Judah, the Root of
David, has triumphed. He is able to open the scroll and its seven
seals.”
