God’s Greeting 
Advent Call to Worship (Psalm 66:1-4 & Luke 1:68-71) 

Our reading for the first week in Advent is Psalm 66:1-4 where 
the God of joy and hope receives the praise of his people: 

“Shout for joy to God, all the earth! Sing the glory of his 
name; make his praise glorious. Say to God, “How 
awesome are your deeds! So great is your power that 
your enemies cringe before you. All the earth bows down 
to you; they sing praise to you, they sing the praises of 
your name.” 

  
 Zechariah the priest, the father of John the Baptist, gave praise 
to God when hearing of the saving hope for Israel. Let’s say 
these words of praise together: 

“Blessed be the Lord God of Israel, because he has 
come to help and has redeemed his people. For he has 
raised up a horn of salvation for us in the house of his 
servant David, as he spoke through the mouth of his 
holy prophets from long ago, that we should be saved 
from our enemies, and from the hand of all who hate 
us.” 

 
Prayer: 
Lord God, we put our hope in you. You planned our salvation 
from long ago. May we bless your name – the name that is above 
all names – the name given to the Son of David, our king and 
redeemer, Jesus Christ. Amen.
